	Born in 1918;  Died in 2013

Black Civil Rights Leader in South Africa from the 1950s until his death in 2013.  Helped end South African segregation known as apartheid.

Mostly non-violent, but did join a military resistance group in 1962.  Was caught and sentenced to life in prison.

Was released from prison in 1990 after social change in South Africa led to extended rights to Black citizens.  Elected 1st President of an integrated South Africa in 1994.
