People who had different beliefs, like Roger Williams from Salem and Anne Hutchinson from Boston, as well as Quakers and Anabaptists who didn't change their views, were forced to leave. By the mid-1640s, the Massachusetts Bay Colony had grown to have more than 20,000 people living there. (Adapted from Britannica)
