	In the early 12th century, as a result of the crusades, several ports on the Syrian coast came under Latin [The Pope’s] control. This encouraged merchants from Venice, Pisa, Genoa, Amalfi, but also Marseilles and Barcelona to settle there.
At the same time, merchants from these European cities continued to set up business in various eastern ports, notably in Egypt, the Maghreb and Constantinople.
The ports of the East were the hub of global trade. European merchants came to trade gold and slaves from sub-Saharan Africa and spices and silk from Asia.
They sold wood, iron, salt, cloth and weapons, despite repeated bans [from the Pope].
Through their constant trading, merchants helped make the medieval Mediterranean a vibrant and dynamic world.
